Assessment Strategies

In his book, “The Modern Practice of Adult Education: Andragogy Verses Pedagogy”, Malcolm Knowles developed a series of theories about adult learning but they can be summarized into three main points. They are:

1.) Adult learners need to know why they are learning something.

2.) Adult learners use hands-on problem-solving approaches to learning.

3.) Adult learners want to apply new acquired knowledge and skills immediately

because retention decreases if learning is applied only at some future point in time.

The steps for planning an Assessment of the students is listed as follows:
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When designing tests and quizzes consider the following:

1.) Teaching effectiveness.

2.) Identify areas of difficulty the students may encounter.

3.) Set a standard for the entire class.
