TECHtionary: An Animated Technical Dictionary

Materials:

Computer with Macromedia Flash (http://www.macromedia.com/software/flash/productinfo/systemreqs/) and access to the Internet. 

Instructions for use: 

1. Connect to the Internet

2. Open browser Internet Explorer or Netscape Communicator

3. Enter the URL: http://www.crosstouch.com/techtionary/index_in.html
4. To find topics go to the appropriate area representing the first letter of the subject. Example: microprocessor = "M" 

5. Click on the "M" square, hold down the mouse button and drag over to the topics on the left.

6. Select the appropriate subject, or scroll down to the search for more subjects. Click on the title to start the presentation.

7. Use the back button on the application to navigate to previous menus.

Learning Activities:
 1. Present the student with a list of terms relevant to the current in-class activities.

Ex: Topic: Microprocessor Functional Process  List of terms: CPU, cache, ALU, control unit, machine cycle, registers

Assignment: Create a concept map that incorporates the terms and explains the CPU functional processes. Begin with the primary component; develop the relationships using the flow of data as an example.  Encourage design creativity and use of a variety of tools. Present various display/presentation options. 

Assessment Strategies
 

1. Research paper on a particular topic - Challenge the students to choose one of the significant areas of discussion within TECHtionary and develop it further.

2. Group activities 

· Design quizzes (see below) and present to the class.

· Take a subject not covered in TECHtionary and develop a working (graphic) definition using appropriate programming methods.

3. Quizzes - Develop quizzes using pertinent areas of current discussion. Quizzes could be developed by students and used as a study tool.

4. Incorporating terms into presentation materials - I.E. student/class webpages, PowerPoint, online course tool projects
